ITTA International Clothing Strategy
This document sets out the procedures for clothing International squads travelling to tournaments (or playing international tournaments hosted in Ireland). 

Database: 
Clothing Stock Database to be managed by Equipment Officer with support from ITTA Office. Equipment Manager to have key for equipment room and should arrange access with any member of ITTA staff. 

ITTA staff to assist with stock control but this to be ultimately the responsibility of the Equipment Manager 

Issue of Clothing: 
There are two types of tournament, Full Internationals and Other Events. Clothing should be issued to selected players as follows: 

Full Internationals (6 Nations Jun/Cadets, Seniors, European Youths & Seniors, World Seniors, International Opens) 

· Full kit should be provided (tracksuit, Official Irish Shirts, Shorts, bag, socks). 

Non-Full Internationals ( SSI, WBL, JBL) 

· Tracksuit, Playing T-Shirts(different to Full International Shirt), Shorts and Socks) 

Tracksuits should be on loan for the event, particularly for Juniors/Cadets but once distributed should remain with the player for the season. The Equipment Officer should track this and with assistance from the ITTA office ensure loaned tracksuits are returned at the end of the season. 

Shirts & shorts are considered to be personal equipment and become the player's property once issued. 

Procedure:
Team named 

Team Issued to Equipment Officer (4 weeks ahead of tournament) 

Equipment Officer Prepares Clothing for selected players dependent on type of event. 

Clothing Collected by National Coach/Player/Players Parents. 

Database Updated
Notes:

· International clothing should be worn on international duty/national training camps only – Players should not wear International clothing or use international equipment (bags etc) at domestic events. 

· Each invitation to an event will contain the Equipment Officer’s contact details. It is ultimately the responsibility of the player to ensure that the required clothing is in place for each event. 
· If a player loses or damages issued clothing, they will be required to pay for replacement items.
·  For all international events, players should travel to the event in branded Ireland tracksuits. Enforcing this is the responsibility of the National Coaches on each event.
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
